Project The Gantt Chart Developed by Henry Gantt in 1917 One of the forefathers of project management Henry Gantt is best
known for creating his self named scheduling diagram the Gantt chart In the 1950s project management methodology began
to take form with the advent of the Critical Path Method CPM for the Polaris missile project and the U S Navy s development
of the Program Evaluation and Review Technique PERT The American Association of Cost Engineers invented the Total Cost
Management Framework Early practitioners of project management and the associated specialties of planning and
